The Rite of Reconciliation

1. The priest will greet you and begin by making the Sign of the Cross.

2. Say: “Bless me Father, for | have sinned. It has been _
since my last confession.” (or “this is my first confession)”

3. Now confess your sins to the priest....
4. After your last sin, say: “I am sorry for these and all my sins.”

5. The priest will assign you a penance and offer advice to help you be
a better Catholic.

6. The priest will ask you to pray the Act of Contrition,

“My God, | am sorry for my sins with all my heart.
In choosing to do wrong, and failing to do good,
| have sinned agalnst you, whom | should love above all things.
| firmly intend, with your help, to do penance, to sin no more
and to avold whatever leads me to sin.
Our Savior, Jesus Christ, suffered and died for us.
In his name, my God, have mercy. Amen.”

7 . The priest acting in the person of Christ, will absolve you from your
sins by saying the prayer of Absolution: “l absolve you from your
sins in the name of the Father and the Son, and The Holy Spirit.”
You make the sign of the cross and respond, “Amen.”

8. The Priest will then say something like: “The Lord has freed you from
your sins. Go in peace.” You respond: “Thanks be to God.”

5 steps
to making a

Good Confession
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Examination of Conscience - Know your sins.
Contrition— Be sorry for your sins

Decide not to sin again.

Confess your sins to a priest.

Penance - Do the penance the priest gives you.



Examination of Conscience

Begin with Prayer to the Holy Spirit

Give me the grace to be sorry for my sins out of love for God,

so that through Confession my soul might be healed
and strengthened to do good. Amen!
